She Wolves set release date for Mach One!

New York City punk-metal power trio the She Wolves along with Poptown Records have set February 14,
2007 as the official release date for their debut effort, Mach One. This 12 song disc follows the band
through various stages of their early development. With nine original tracks and three amazing cover
songs, Mach One also hosts a number of iconic guest stars such as Sylvain Sylvain (New York Dolls),
Deb O’Nair (Fuzztones) and the infamous Jayne County who has been credited with bringing the British
punk movement of ‘77 to the America.

14th St., NYC) on Tuesday, February 20. Scheduled performances include the Love Pirates, Poptown
label mates The Scared Stiffs and, of course, the She Wolves.

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Albert Carey comes to Poptown!

Albert Carey is a veteran performer and former member of the late/legendary Mick Ronson Band. Albert
played bass with Mick Ronson during the '70s and appears a new compilation disc on this disc of ‘found’
recordings called Mick Ronson - Just Like This.

Bert is also a founding member of Blue Manchu, an exciting project that has Carey joining forces guitarist
David Malachowski (well known for his tenure as lead guitarist and bandleader for Shania Twain and
his time with Kim Simmonds and Savoy Brown), bassist Gerry Sorrentino, (whose credits include
artists such as Lou Marini, Rod Price, Jim McCarty and Bugs Henderson), and drummer Dennis
Cotton (who has toured extensively with venerable guitarist Duke Robillard, crooner Robert Charels).

Carey released his first solo effort Ten Cents Short Of A Dime in 2001, and has waited six years to start
his next effort, which will be his first for Poptown Records. The as of yet untitled album is promised to
offer up more great songs and the smoky flavor of searing, down-home playing with Carey's pipes in fine
form. No posin', No apologies. Nothing artificial: no synthesizers allowed!
